Three of the finer
points of playing golf
are (1) keeping your
head down and still, (2)
keeping your eye on
the goal (the ball that
you are trying to hit),
and (3) a smooth and
controlled (grooved)
swing.

I’ve had better days
playing that sport. 1
guess it is better to be a
“has been” than a
“never was!” Insofar
as golf is concerned, I
WAS, I can no longer
say that I AM a golfer.

There are some resid-
ual benefits from going
through the motions—
fellowship, fresh air
and exercise. Ac-
knowledging that bod-
ily exercise profits little,
it’s better than noth-
ing—and a good part
of stewarding my body
for His service.

The first part of this
metaphor is fairly sim-
ple to see.

Keeping our heads still
has a different conno-
tation in our pursuit of
the kingdom.

We are bringing every
thought into captivity,
to have the mind of
Christ.

The golfer’s objective
is to keep his head
down (gazing at the
ball) and not move it
as he completes his
swing. The best hope
for a good shot begins
with this simple (not
really so simple) disci-
pline.

Then there is the con-
trolled swing that
causes the club to
properly meet the
ball, sending it forth.
Beginning golfers get
erratic results because
of erratic swinging.

Spiritually speaking,
one fruit of the Spirit
is self-control. An-
other is patience. Still
another is peace. And,
don’t forget kindness.
Longsuffering is often
called for.

The all-encompassing
virtue is /love. Even
faith works by love.

One of many delight-
ful aspects of meeting
together with servant-
leaders is that relative
maturity helps us in
our considerations.

We must keep our
eyes upon the goal to
become one heart and
mind, while keeping
our heads down in au-
thentic humility,
still—quiet—realizing
at all times that this
good work is being ac-
complished in and
among us by the Fa-
ther, through the
Spirit, in answer to
the prayer of Jesus.

We are coming to-
gether, all of us, in re-
sponse to the leading
of the Spirit who
guides us into all
truth.

Perhaps there will be
some relational join-
ing. I hope so. I be-
lieve that there will be.
For sure, we will all
grow in our under-
standing so that we
may be even more ef-
fective within our sev-
eral spheres.

Whether or not this
proves to be an his-
toric event remains to
be seen. But, I do
have a sense of confi-
dent excitement that
God is in this, will be
in and among us, and
we are in for forward
thrust in pursuit of
Father’s kingdom.
