Gathering in Boise: 

 
FOUR TRAGIC SHIFTS 

In The  
Visible Church,  
180-400 A. D.

1. The church portrayed in the New 
Testament was a dynamic organ-
ism, a living body with many parts.  
The church from around A. D. 180 
onwards became an increasingly 
hardened institution with a fixed 
and complex hierarchy.

2. The early church was marked by 
polyform ministry in which edifi-
cation and the meeting of needs 
were accomplished through the 
gifts of all the brethren.  The 
post-apostolic church moved 
more and more toward a uniform 
conception of church offices 
which separated the ministry 
from the “laity” and limited signifi-
cant ministry to the “clergy.” 

3. The church of the first and most 
of the second centuries was 
characterized by cycles of in-
tense difficulty and persecution—
it was a suffering body.  With the 
advent of Constantine the church 
became protected, favored and 
ultimately sanctioned as the state 
religion by the Roman state, and 
thus became an institution at 
ease. 

4. Because of its dependence on 
the Holy Spirit the early church 
was very vulnerable from the hu-
man standpoint.  There was a 
trust in Christ as the Head of the 
church to hold the brethren to-
gether and to lead them into min-
istry.  Later, the church trusted in 
itself as a very powerful institu-
tion, along with its many rules, 
rites and offices to secure visible 
unity and obedience among its 
adherents. 

 
 

These four shifts are indisputable.  
They did not come about in a day; 
they were the result of many factors 
working together as 
time elapsed.  There 
are many implications 
to ponder in light of 
these significant 
changes that occurred.

Identity: We have no official man-made organization. We are a growing organism looking to connect in 
the Spirit with other apostles and their spheres within the global community. 
 
Nature: Stronger and deeper than human structure and organization can provide, this global communion 
is joined, knit, connected and linked by the work of the Holy Spirit and the love of the Father, to walk out 
the kingdom together as God designs and directs.  
 
Relationship: At the core of our being, we believe that God’s primary building strategy is by relationship ~ 
first vertically with Him, and then horizontally among us. We affirm Jesus Christ as the only Head of the 
church that He is building, and we are His bondservants. 
 
Vision: To labor together in practical ways ~ networking through relationships to expand the kingdom of 
God among the nations, to serve God’s purpose in bringing many sons to glory, thus filling the earth with 
His government and glory. 
 
Purpose: One of the primary purposes of this communion is to facilitate joint ventures in strategically 
impacting global missions through established relationships which are fostered in meetings such as round-
table dialogues, conferences and expanding contacts through the website. 
 
Councils: There is no standing council. Members of called councils voluntarily serve, and pay all of their 
own expenses pertaining to their participation. 
 
Moderating: Don Atkin (based in Charlotte, North Carolina – USA) moderates.  
 
Connecting: Any apostle in the global community may be identified with this communion through an 
established relationship with a relating apostle who can testify to his authenticity, character and integrity.  
 
Clarification: This approach is our way of protecting relational integrity for the purpose of co-laboring 
without developing an organizational structure. We are keenly aware that we represent only a very small 
portion of the total global communion of the saints. Our desire is to cross-pollinate with other expressions 
of apostolic communion as the Holy Spirit creates opportunities.
